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With the approval of the Central Government and the State Government,
the Parishad may alter, extend or abridge the purpose for which it is
established, or amalgamate the Parishad either wholly or partly with any
other Society in accordance with the provisions of the Societies Regis-

tration Act, 1860, as applicable to the State of Bihar.

As and when there is any change in the nomenclature of Ministries,
Dpartments, or institution(s) and designation(s) mentioned in the Rules,

such changes shall automatically stand incorporated in these Rules.

If the Parishad needs to be dissolved, it shall be dissolved as per

- provisions laid down under Sections 13 and 14 of the Societies Regis-

tration Act, 1860 as applicable to the State of Bihar.

If, on the winding up or dissolution of the Parishad, there shall remain,
after the satisfaction of all debts and liabilities, any property whatso-
ever, the same shall not be paid to, or distributed amongst the members
of the Parishad or anyone of them but shall accrue to the State Govérn-
ment which will decide about its utilisation or otherwise in consultatlon

with the State Government.

Pariyojna Parishad was registered under the Societies Registration
Act - 21/1860 on 13/5/1991.

The objectives of the Project have been outlined in the Memorandum of
Association; all the persons associated with the BEP are expected to know
them. Besides, Bye-laws of the Organisation would help in the achievement of
the goals, and for working with the mission spirit. |

The Memorandum of Association and the Bye-laws of the Bihar Shiksha
Pariyojna Parishad have been re-printed with this objective in mind so that all
those working with the BEP on full time or part-time basis, have its copies and
they get guidance from it.

BIHAR SHIKSHA PARIYOJNA PARISHAD _]

Memorandum of Association
1. The name of the Society shall be Bihar Shiksha Pariyojna Parishad
(hereinafter referred to as the Parishad).

2. The registered office of the Parishad shall be located at Vikas Bhavan,
Patna- 800015.

3. Objects : The Bihar Shiksha Pariyojna Parishad shall act as an autonomous
and independent body for implementation of the Bihar Education Project
as outlined in the project document published by Government of Bihar
and Government of India in February, 1990 and its revised versions that
may be prepared on the basis of joint review from time to time. The
activities of the Parishad will be concentrated in selected districts, but
may extend to the whole State of Bihar in respect of selected and
sponsored projects. The Parishad has been established to function as a
societal mission for bringing about a fundamental change in the basic I

education system, and through it in the overall sociocultural situation.

The following specific objects of the Bihar Education Project would be I
pursued by the Parishad :

(a) Universalisation of Primary Education, viewed as a composite
programme of (i) access to primary education for all chilidren
upto 14 years of age; (ii) universal participation till:jthey
complete the primary stage through formal or non‘formal
education programmes; and (iii) universal achievement atleast
of minimum levels of learning. S |

(b) Drastic reduction in illiteracy, particularly in the age 15-35
age group, ensuring that the levels of the 3 Rs. are functionally
relevant and provision of post-literacy, continuing education
and skill development programmes for youth and adults.

(¢) Modification in the educational system to serve the objects of

women’s equality and their empowerment. _"
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(d) Making necessary intervention to provide equal educational
opportunity to adults and children belonging to the Scheduled
Castes, Scheduled Tribes and the poorest sections of society.

| (e) Reiating education to the working and living conditions of the
people, improving thereby their ability to cope with problems

of livelihood, environment, and mother and child survival.

(f) Laying special emphasis in all educational activities on culture
and communication; science and environment and inculcation
of a sense of social justice.

4. Functions : In pursuance of the above objects, the functions of the
i Parishad, to be undertaken directly by the Parishad offices of staff, or |
sponsored/supported by it through other institutions, agencies or indi- F

viduals, shall be as follows :

(a) To undertake all activities that may be necessary for the implemen-
tation of the Pariyojna and in particular for the achievement to the
objects referred to at Article 3 above.

(b) To create duly empowered administrative mechanisms, through
such participation as may be deemed necessary of various depart-
ments and autonomous agencies of the Central and State Govern-
ments, for the achievement of the objects of the Parishéd.

I (¢) To establish for the implementation of the Paxiyojria Dﬁis‘trict Task
Forces as branch offices and other appropriate mechanisirns at the
Divisional, District, Sub-Divisional, Block and Village levels, and
to delegate to them necessary powers to enable them to discharge
their responsibilities.

(d) To secure active involvement and participation of educational

institutions, voluntary agencies, teachers’ organisation and indi- ||

viduals committed to educational improvement and to provide

| financial assistance to them.

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(e) to bring about effective decentralisation in basic education by
involvement of the people through a process of training and
awareness building, and creation of appropriate structures, formal
or otherwise.

(f) to secure constructive and participatory involvement of teachers ||
for the achievement of the Parishad’s objects and for this purpose E
to establish, formal as well as informal structures.

(g) to undertake experimentation and innovation in basic education.

(h) to undertake and promote research and studies relating to basic
education and its management.

(1)  to ensure technical resources support by harnessing the existing I
institutions, or through establishment of new ones.

I (J) to advise the State Government in implementation of basic edu-
cation programmes.

(k) to organise conferences, symposia, workshops etc. on matters
related to the Pariyojna.

(1)  to undertake preparation and production of educatlonal mateials l
I and to disseminate the same.

(m) to create academic, technical, administrative, managerlal and I
other posts in the Parishad and to make payments for the same in
accordance with the Rules and Regulations of the Parlshad;

(n) to make rules and regulations for conduct of the affairs of the |

Parishad and add or amend, vary or rescind them from tlme to

time.

(0) to accept grant of money, securities or property of any kind and
to undertake and accept the management of any endowment, trust,

fund or donation not inconsistent with the objects of the Parishad.

(p) to incur expenditure after drawing up a budget and with due

regard for economy and probity.

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II (q) to prepare annual reports and accounts of the Parishad.

(r) to purchase, hire, take on lease, exchange or otherwise acquire

property, movable or immovable and to construct, alter and main-

tain any building or buildings as may be necessary for carrying out
the objects of the Parishad.

(s) to take all such action as may appear necessary or incidental for
the- achievement of the objects of the Parishad.

5. Property and assets : The income and property of the Parishad however
derived, shall be applied towards pomotion of the objects thereof as set
forth in this Memorandum of Association, subject nevertheless, in
respect of the expenditure of grants made by the government of Bihar or
Govt. of India, to such limitations as these Governments may, from time
to time, impose. No portion of the income and property of the Parishad
shall be paid or transferred directly or indirectly, by way of dividend,
bonus or otherwise, howsoever by way of profit, to the persons who at

I any time have been members of the Parishad or to any of them or to any

person claiming through them provided that nothing here in contained

I shall prevent the payment in good faith of remuneration to any member

thereof or other persons in return for any service rendered to the

Parishad for travelling allowance, halting, or other similar ch;arges.

6. Government’s powers : State Government and the Central Government
may jointly appoint one or more persons to review the workém"d progress
of the Parishad, and to hold enquiries into the affairs thereof and to
report thereon in such manner as the Governments may stipulate; and
upon receipt of any such report, the Governments may jointly i-take such
action and issue such directions as they may consider necessary in
respect of any of the matters dealt with in the report and the Parishad
shall be bound to comply with such directions. In addition, the Central
Government and the State Government may, at any time, jointly issue
directives on matters of policy to the Parishad and the latter shall be
bound to promptly comply with such directives.
