13. (1) Constitution of the committee |- A School Education Committee shall
be constituted for cach Tlementary School. established and controlled
and held by the State Government/Local Authority in which at least

50% members will be the mothers of the children.

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Process of selection of metbers of the committee |- A general meeting of
parent/guardian of the students enrolled in the school will be called by the
headmaster of the school on fixed date with the consent of the concerned
cluster coordinator. For this, a notice will be given through the notice register.
Members will be selected unanimously or by majority of votes under the
supervision of the Cluster Coordinator.

Registration of School Fducation Committee |- After constitution, the
committee - will be registered by the Block Education Officer on the
recommendation of the Cluster Coordinator.

Appeal relating to the Constitution of the Committee |- An appeal may be
filed before the District Programme Officer (Elementary Education and SSA)
with regard to wmplainw against the constitution of the committee within 15
days from the date of constitution. The appeal will be disposed within 30 days
of its filing.

Chairman of the committee |- The ward member Wll I be the ex-officio
chairman of the committee. %
Secretary of the committee |- The secretary will be chosen fmm dmongbt the
selected members by majority. _ |

Tenurc of the committee |- The tenure of the commitiee shall be of three
vears from the date of its registration. The committee shall be rcconstltuted‘
betore the completion of its tenure. |

Quorum |- The attendance of two- third members will be reqmred for the
quorum of the meeting.. In absence of the quorum, the meeting will be
postponed but when the meeting is called up again for the same agenda the
quorum will not be required.

Meeting of the School Education Committee |- Meeting of the comumittee
shall be held once in every month. With the permission of the chairman, the
meeting will be called by the secretary. If the permission is not given by the
chairman for calling the mecting for three months consequitively, the Block

Education Officer shal] have the right to issuc the notice 10 the secretary of the
committee to call up the meeting. Accordingly. the secretary will call up the
meeting. If the Chairman does not participate in the meeting, selection of the
Chairman may be made unanimously by the present members of the
Committee for that meeting.

Removal of the members of the School Education Committee |- If a
member of the School Education Committee remains absent in three meetings
continuously without any information. his membership may be terminated on
the passing of a proposal by the other members in the meeting in the presence
of the Block Education Officer or an authorized officer by him. In place of
such removed members new members may be selected according to rule 13(4)
for the remainin g period.

Rcsignation/Removal of the members of the committee |- The members of
the committee may submit their resignation to the chair‘mian of }fhe,bommittee
and a copy of that shall be given to the concerned‘block educatiézl officer.
Authentication of the resignation will be completed by' the\_chéinﬁan within
two days from the date of jis receipt. The resignation ma): be wi.thdvrajx\fn within
the five days of its submission. Its formal announcement will be:médc by the
chairman. | '

The District Education Officer may get the complaint received against
the secretary or the members enquired by an officer not below the rank of
block education officer. If the complain is found true the members concerned
may'be suspended for meetings, may be warned or may be removed from the
committee by the order of the District Education Officer. In case of
misconduct, diversion and misappropriation of the fund of the Committee the
legal action may be taken. The vacancies arises due to removal may be filled
up as per the prescribed procedure.

Dissolution of School Education Committee |- If the government is satistied

that the School Education Committee is not tunctioning for the welfare of the

school according to the provisions of the Rules or the development of the

school is not possible Ey this committee or the committee has failed to perform
the responsibility to ensure the right of education to the children. the
government may take a decision to constitute a new committee dissolving the
present committee. The government may take such decision on the report of
District Education Officer/ Deputy Development Commissioner/ District
Magistrate.

Powers and Functions of School Education Committee |- The School
Education Committee shall have the following powers and functions - (a) To
monitor the conduct of the school.

Proper utilization of fund received from different sources;

To ensure hundred percent enrolment of the children of age group 6-14 years
of the feeder area of the school and to help in fulfilling the right of education to
children:

To construct the school building as per the government norms and to get public
contribution in the maintenance of school building; Rt
Supervision & taking proper decision for the mid-day meal'arra;igezﬁeﬂt as per
the rules: . |

To keep vigil that teachers are not to be engaged in non—tea&hing ‘Wo‘rk'sg

To report to the competent authority after proper investigation: about the
continuous and habitual absenteeism of teachers and with regard tostorture,
humiliation or discrimination against children;

Fach School Education Committee will prepare the school development plan at
least 2 (two) months before the beginning of financial yéar. The school
development plan will be prepared according to the guidelines given by the
Block Education Officer in which there will be statement of the overall
de?clopmcnt of the school and the proposals for expenditure of different types
of grants to be received by the school. The development plan prepared by the

committee will be approved by the general body of the parents and guardians.

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The approved School development plan will be sent to the district office
through Block Education Officer.

Other works also may be entrusted to the committee from time to time,

School Education development fund |- A fund in the name of School
Education Development Fund shall be created in each School. All amount
received for development of the school will be deposited in the account of this
fund. The account shall be operated jointly either by the Chairman or the
Secretary of the committee and the headmaster/head teacher of the school. The
committee shall have the right to receive cash and materials by public
partnership for the development of the school. The amount received through
public contribution will be deposited in the account of School Education
Committee, but a separate register for the expenditure of such fund will be
maintained. The government will make arrangement for the audit of School
Education Development Fund. The fund received from public contribution may
be spent in the following manner :- (a) The expenditure more thaxiw Rs. one
lakh from the amount received as donation in the fund may be madé by on the
approval of the District Education Officer and on the re‘cémme‘ridaﬁ}on of the
school Education Committee. The expenditure up to Rs. one lakh may be made
by the committee. | |

The amount of Rs. one lakh or more received from one donor as donation may
be spent in the interest of the school as pear the recommendation of the donor.
For example, if the donor recommends for establishment of a handpump or for
construction of a toilet for girls, the amount will be spent accordingly. I the
donor does not express his any desire the amount received as donation may be
spent primarily on infrastructure i.e. furniture, blackboard, establishment of
handpump, toilet construction. repair etc.

If the cash amount of Rs. one crore or more than one crore is donated by am
person in the school fund, the name of that person or the person of his choice

may be inscribed on the main gate of the school.
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(17)  Coordination with panchayti Raj institutions/Nagar Nikays |- The School
‘Education Committee-shall function as the sub-committee of the panchayti raj

- institutions/nagar nikay as prescribed in the concerned Act/Rules.
